Installing the Auxiliary Handle

Parts needed for this procedure:

1. Position the auxiliary handle on the shaft of the trimmer with the
smooth surface facing the operator (Figure 1).

3. Slide the latch from the left through the handle and brace as

shown and tighten the latch screw with a Phillips head screwdriver

Battery Pack Preparation For Recycling

A WARNING

Upon removal, cover the battery pack's terminals with heavy-duty
adhesive tape. Do not attempt to destroy or disassemble the
battery pack or remove any of its components. Lithium-ion
batteries must be recycled or disposed of properly at the nearest
battery recycling facility.

Advancing the Line

Note: The trimmer is equipped with an auto-feed head.
1. With the trimmer running, release the switch trigger.

2. Wait two seconds, then press the switch trigger.

Note: The line will extend approximately 1/4 in. (6 mm) with each
stop and start of the switch trimmer until the line reaches the length
of the grass deflector blade.

3. Resume trimming.

Advancing the Line Manually

Disconnect the string trimmer from the power supply, then push the red
button at the base of the spool retainer while pulling on the trimmer
line to manually advance the line.




Trimming * Wire and picket fences cause extra string wear, even breakage.

Replacing the Spool

1. Remove the battery.

2. Push in the tabs on the side of the spool retainer (Figure 12).

Operating Tips

Keep the trimmer tilted toward the area being cut; this is the best
cutting area.

® The string trimmer cuts when passing the unit from left to right.
This will avoid throwing debris at the operator.

* Use the tip of the string to do the cutting; do not force string head
into uncut grass.

Pull the spool retainer up to remove it and remove the spool.

To install the new spool, make sure the string is captured in one
of the retaining slots on the new spool. Make sure the end of the
string extends approximately 6 in. (152 mm).

Install the new spool so that the string aligns with the eyelet in the
string head. Thread the string into the eyelet.

Pull the string extending from the string head so the string releases
from the slot in the spool.

Reinstall the spool retainer by depressing tabs into slots and
pushing down until spool retainer clicks into place.

Note: Remove any old string remaining on the spool.

3. The spool will accept up to 15 feet of string.Use only .065 in.
(1.65 mm) diameter monofilament string.

Note: Do not use any other gauge or type of string, as this could
damage the trimmer.

4. Insert the string into the anchor hole in the upper part of the spool
(Figure 13). Wind the string onto the spool in the direction shown
by the arrows on the spool.

5. Place the string in the slot on the upper spool flange, leaving about
6 in. (152 mm) extended beyond the slot.

Note: Do not overfill. After winding the string, there should be at
least 1/4 in. (6 mm) between the wound string and the outside
edge of the spool.

6. Replace the spool and the spool retainer. Refer to Spool
Replacement earlier in this manual.

Service

Storage

Clean all foreign material from the product.
