OPERATION MANUAL

IMPORTANT!

Always use caution when operating ice shaving machines! Blade and blade
plate are sharp and can cause serious injury if used improperly.

KEEP HANDS, FINGERS AND BODY PARTS WELL AWAY FROM
MACHINE WHEN POWER IS ON!

DO NOT OPERATE OR LEAVE ON AROUND CHILDREN.
To use your Ice Cub™:

1. First, screw in the three rotary handle arms onto the blade plate control
dial (shown in #3 of the picture below). Confirm that the
Power Switch is OFF before plugging machine into

outlet (Fig. 1, #2). '
2. With Power OFF and shaver plugged in to an -
appropriate grounded outlet with matching power \

supply, turn handles (Fig. 1, #3) counter-clockwise to
raise the blade plate up (Fig. 1, #7). CAUTION! Blade
Plate and Blade are extremely sharp! Keep hands well away!

3. Once blade plate is in its highest position, place ice block in the receptacle space (Fig. 1, #4).

Make sure the blade plate will contact the center of the ice block when lowered. Next, lower the
blade plate gently by turning the handle
clockwise until the blade plate contacts the ice
and holds it in place. DO NOT USE
EXCESSIVE FORCE AS YOU MAY DAMAGE
THE BLADE, BLADE PLATE OR YOUR
MACHINE.

4. Once block is centered and held by the
blade plate, clear hands, fingers, etc. away
from the blade plate, ice

block and blade and

switch the Power to ON. —

is shaved. | |

5. To adjust the
thickness of the ice being
shaved, turn the
adjustment knob (Fig. 1,
#1). Turn clockwise to tighten and produce
thinner ice, turn counter-clockwise to loosen
and produce thicker ice.
