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1.   Screw 4 cam bolts (A) into cam bolt holes on left side panel (5).
2.   Screw 6 cam bolts (A) into cam bolt holes on right side panel (6).
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1.  Screw 6 cam bolts (A) into cam bolt holes on top board (1).
2.  Attach 2 adjustable anchor brackets (H) to top board (1) by inserting 2 screws (I) through 
 holes on brackets (H), then tighten to top board (1).
3.  Screw 4 cam bolts (A) into cam bolt holes on middle support panel (7), then screw 6 
 cam bolts (A) into cam bolt holes on other side of middle support panel (7).
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1.   Attach right shelf (3) and 2 front panels (4) to right side panel (6) by inserting cam bolts (A) 
 into cam lock holes on right shelf (3) and 2 front panels (4).
2.   Insert 6 cam locks (B) into cam lock holes on right shelf (3) and 2 front panels (4), then 
 rotate clockwise to secure cam bolts (A) in place.

1.   Attach middle support panel (7) to right shelf (3) and 2 front panels (4) by inserting cam bolts 
 (A) into cam lock holes on right shelf (3) and 2 front panels (4).
2.   Insert 6 cam locks (B) into cam lock holes on right shelf (3) and 2 front panels (4), then 
 rotate clockwise to secure cam bolts (A) in place.
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1.   Attach 2 left shelves (2) to middle support panel (7) by inserting cam bolts (A) into cam lock 
 holes on 2 left shelves (2).
2.   Insert 4 cam locks (B) into cam lock holes on 2 left shelves (2) then rotate clockwise to 
 secure cam bolts (A) in place.
3.   Attach left side panel (5) to 2 left shelves (2) by inserting cam bolts (A) into cam lock holes 
 on 2 left shelves (2).
4.   Insert 4 cam locks (B) into cam lock holes on 2 left shelves (2) then rotate clockwise to 
 secure cam bolts (A) in place.

1.   Insert 6 wood dowels (C) into wood dowel holes on bottom board (8).
2.   Attach bottom board (8) to left side panel (5), right side panel (6) and middle support panel 
 (7) by inserting wood dowels (C) into wood dowel holes on left side panel (5), right side 
 panel middle support panel (7).
3.   Insert 6 screws (D) through holes on bottom board, then tighten to left side panel (5), right 
 side panel (6) and middle support panel (7).
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1.   Attach 4 metal legs (11) to bottom board (8) by inserting 8 machine screws (E) through holes 
 on 8 washers (F), then through holes on metal legs (11), then tighten to bottom board (8).

1.   Attach top board (1) to left side panel (5), right side panel (6) and middle support panel (7) 
 by inserting cam bolts (A) into cam lock holes on left side panel (5), right side panel (6) and 
 middle support panel (7).
2.   Insert 6 cam locks (B) into left side panel (5), right side panel (6) and middle support panel 
 (7), then rotate clockwise to secure cam bolts (A) in place.
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1.   Attach left back board (9) and right back board (10) to back of cabinet by inserting 25 screws 
 (G) through holes on left back board (9) and right back board (10) then tighten to back of 
 cabinet.

Option #1: Securing to Drywall

1. Position cabinet against wall in desired location. Using a pencil, make 2 small marks on wall through holes 
 on brackets (H). Move cabinet away from wall and screw 2 plastic anchors (J) into wall on pencil marks. 
2. Place cabinet against wall, insert 2 screws (K) through holes on metal brackets (H), then tighten to plastic 
 anchors (J).

Option #2: Securing to Drywall and Wood Stud

1. Position cabinet against wall in desired location. Insert 2 screws (K) through holes on metal brackets (H), 
 then tighten through drywall and into wood stud.

*Tip: Anchor brackets (H) can be adjusted to correct distance from wall to cabinet as needed. Once adjusted, 
be sure to re-tighten brackets inside cabinet for stability.



IMPORTANT: 
Keep assembly instructions for future reference.

ATTENTION ADULTS: Cabinet should be checked periodically for damage or loose 
screws/parts. Take appropriate action necessary to correct hazards such as tightening 

of screws and taking any damaged parts away from children.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:
Wipe clean with a water dampened cloth. Wipe dry with clean cloth.
