�� Remove the assist bar from the wall and 
carefully drill pilot holes as marked.

�� Ensure the holes are drilled into the stud. 
If a stud cannot be located, the following 
optional fasteners are suggested: tile/
Masonry - Plastic or Lead Anchors; 
Plaster/Drywall - Toggle Bolts (not 
included).

�� With a pencil, and using the assist bar 
(A) as a template, mark the mounting 
hole locations.
