Attach backrest (B) to main frame (A) by aligning the metal grooves on 

backrest to brackets on the main frame as shown.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

• Press POWER to start the massage. Click to button massage modes 1through 6 .The unit
will power off in 15 minutes unless changed. The unit's default intensity is set to 2
unless changed.

• Press POWER to POWER OFF the unit.

HOLD DOWN BUTTON 
TO RECLINE

HOLD UP BUTTON
TO LIFT
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• Press HEAT button to ENABLE OR DISABLE heating function.

• Press POINT button to cycle between massage areas such as back, thighs, legs or
buttocks. The # indicator light will illuminate on the remote control.

• Press MODE modes adjustment button , auto, gentle, wave, squeeze,tap, knock, click on
the button.

• Press TIMER to set the power off timer up to 30 minutes in 5 minute increments. Default
operation time is 15 min.

• Press INTENSITY button on the remote control to cycle the massage intensity. The
indicator strength on the remote control lllllll will increase from 1 to 3 in one level
increments

• Increase or Decrease BACKREST RECLINE

• Press and HOLD to RECLINE CHAIR

• Press and HOLD to LIFT CHAIR

CLEANING & SPECIAL CARE

• To prevent the chair from tipping over, gently sit down on the chair and
avoid throwing yourself onto it. Move the chair into the reclining
position slowly, making sure that no children or pets are in close
proximity.

• Do not allow children to play on or around the chair, particularly when it
is in the reclined position.

• Close the recliner completely before standing.
• Never sit on the footrest when it is extended.
• To eliminate the risk of tip over, do not sit on the arms or footrest.
• The chair is designed to be used by a single adult at a time.
• Maximum bearing weight is 230 lbs.
• Prevent the following people from using this chair:  People with severe

symptoms of heart disease, high blood pressure, cerebral thrombosis
and any people who are sensitive to heat, or people with bad bones,
pregnant women, children, and other people who is not suitable to use
this product. This is not a medical device.

• To fully recline the chair a minimum distance of  40 inches from the wall
or any obstacle directly behind the chair is required.

• Keep any open �ames away from the product.
• Keep sharp objects such as knives, nails, etc. away from the product.
• Prevent water and liquids from the chair to avoid damage such as

staining or discoloration to the material and fabric of the chair.

1. Avoid collision when moving the chair. Move the chair carefully.
2. For light stains spot treat the chair using an approved cleaner or mild

detergent. DO NOT USE SOAPY WATER or WAX based cleaners. Using a
sponge carefully wipe away stains and dry with a soft cloth.

3. To avoid discoloring do not place the unit in direct sunlight or in the
direct path of an air conditioning vent.
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1 YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY
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The manufacturer warrants this unit against defects in materials and workmanship on functional parts, for a 
period of 1 year from the original date of purchase. Your sales receipt showing the date of purchase of the 
product is your proof of purchase. Keep it in a safe place for future reference. This warranty is subject to 
personal use only, commercial or rental applications will not be covered.

This product is made with the highest quality materials and is warranted to be free from defects in materials 
and workmanship at the time of purchase. This limited warranty applies to products manufactured or 
distributed by the manufacturer, are delivered in the continental United States or Canada and extends to the 
original purchaser, or gift recipient. This warranty becomes valid at the time of purchase and terminates either 
by the speci�ed time frame listed above and/or owner transfer. Any refunds or monetary compensations must 
be claimed through the place of purchase (retailer), and not through the manufacturer. Any extended 
warranties (warranties that cover above and beyond this manufacturer warranty) that are sold through a 
retailer or third party, are not directly correlated with this products’ limited warranty, and may be redirected to 
said retailer or third party for coverage.
