Review this information to ensure a successful
installation:

The fixture can be mounted in the following
two ways:

o Junction Box Mount: Use an external
junction box to mount the fixture.

o Surface Conduit Mount: The fixture can be
mounted directly on a wall surface using
conduit entry.

When installing two fixtures on one switch,
make sure the switch is rated for at least a 1A
inductive load.

Do NOT wire to a dimming switch.

The fixture must always be mounted with the
light facing downward.

NOTE: The mounting base (D) mounts to recessed
mounted standard junction boxes or to the surface directly.

2 Removing the mounting base

@ NOTE: The mounting base screw (C) comes pre-assembled
on the light fixture.

o Remove the mounting base (D) from the
bottom of the fixture by loosening (do not fully
remove) the mounting base screw (C) using a
Phillips screwdriver.

3 Removing the knock outs on
the mounting base

o Refer to the guide in this figure to select the
holes to knock out or measure your junction
mounting holes and determing proper knock-
outs on the fixture’s back housing.

o Use a flathead screwdriver and hammer (or
suitable power drill with drill bit) to knock
out two holes in the mounting base (D) in the
desired locations to align properly with the
junction box.

Installing the mounting base

Junction Box Mount

Route the junction box wires through the
rubber center plug in the mounting base (D), by
pushing one wire through each hole in the plug.

Use the leveling bubble (F) inside the back
housing to adjust the mounting base (D) for a
level install.

Align the holes on the mounting base (D)

with the holes on your junction box. Use two
#8 screws (AA), depending on the size of

the holes in your junction box, to attach the
mounting base (D) to your junction box. (Fig. 2)

Surface Conduit Mount

Mark and drill two holes on the wall surface

as per the desired location for installing the
mounting base (D).

Use two or more suitable screws (not included)
applicable to the mounting surface and attach
the mounting base (D) on the surface.

Making the electrical
connections

For handsfree operation, to allow both hands
to make electrical connections, use the hinge
on the mounting base (D) to hang the fixture.

For the conduit mount installation, remove one
conduit plug (B) from the side of the fixture
where the conduit will enter.

If necessary, strip 3/8 in. of insulation from the
junction box or fixture (A) wires.

Connect the fixture black wire to the supply
black wire ((+) line), and fixture white wire
to the supply white wire ((-) common) by
inserting the exposed supply wires into the
corresponding Wago connector (E). Ensure
there are no loose wires.

Connect the supply ground wire to the green
fixture ground wire by inserting the exposed
supply wires into the corresponding Wago
connector (E). Ensure there are no loose wires.

6 Mounting the light fixture

o Close the fixture by tightening the mounting @
base screw (C) using a Phillips screwdriver.

Caulking around the light

o Caulk around the mounting base (D) and D

surface with silicone sealant (not included).

NOTICE: Failure to properly caulk around the surface and mounting
base (D) could lead to water damage and is not covered under warranty.

NOTE: When attaching this fixture (A) to an external,
@ surface mount junction box, caulk the inside of the light
fixture before attaching to the mounting base (D).

Care and Cleaning

o Shut off the main power supply before cleaning the product. To prolong the original appearance, clean the
light fixture with clear water and a soft, damp cloth only.

o Do not use abrasive cleaners or cleaners that contain alcohol. Do not apply paints, solvents, or any other
chemicals on this light fixture. They could cause a premature deterioration of the finish and may void the
warranty.

o Do not spray the light fixture with a hose or power washer.

Troubleshooting

If the light does not come on:
o Verify that the power is turned ON from the circuit breaker and wall switch.
o Verify the wiring for the fixture is done properly.
o Verify the line voltage is correct.
If the light flickers:
o Do not wire to a dimming switch, use a standard ON/OFF switch.
