The fixture can be mounted in the following two
ways:

o Junction Box Mount: Use a junction
box to mount the fixture.

o Surface Conduit Mount: The fixture
can also be mounted directly on a wall
surface using conduit entry.

To ensure proper dusk-to-dawn operation,
ensure the photocell is oriented at the top for a
wall mount installation, in an area that receives
daylight. Do not place too close to reflective
surfaces.

When installing two fixtures on one switch,
make sure the switch is rated for at least a 1A
inductive load.

If dimming, use with 0—10V dimming switch.

NOTE: The mounting base (D) mounts to recessed
mounted standard junction boxes or to the surface directly.
Junction box must be at least 1-1/2 in. in depth for proper
installation for a recessed mount application.

Removing the mounting base
plate

‘ﬂ NOTE: The mounting plate screws (C) come pre-assembled
on the light fixture.

o Loosen the two mounting base screws (C)
using a Phillips screwdriver and remove the
cover (A). (Fig. 1)

o Remove the LED board (1) and photocell
holding plate (2) from the base plate (D) by
loosening the two small screws (3). (Fig. 2)

CAUTION: Do NOT touch the LED and photocell lens (E)
inside the fixture.

Knocking out holes on the
mounting base plate

o Measure the distance of the mounting D
threaded holes on the junction box and find the
corresponding knock-out holes in the fixture’s
mounting base plate (D).

o Use a hammer and a flat head screwdriver (or
power drill with drill bit) to knock out two (or
four) holes in the mounting base plate (D) in
the desired location to align properly with the
junction box.

Follow the wiring instructions given below to
make the electrical connections. (Fig. 1).

Surface Conduit Mount

Remove the conduit plug (B) from the bottom
of the fixture using a drill and thread the wires
from the conduit (1) inside the fixture through
the hole.

Make wiring connections inside the fixture as
per the instructions given below. (Fig. 2).

ON/OFF Wiring (Non Dimming) Method:

If necessary, strip 3/8 in. of insulation from the
junction box or fixture (A) wires (Fig. 3).

Connect the fixture black wire to the supply
black wire ((+) line), and fixture white wire to
the supply white wire ((-) common) by twisting
the exposed wires together and using the wire
nuts (BB). Ensure there are no loose wires.
Connect the supply ground wire to the green
fixture ground wire by twisting the exposed
wires together and using the wire nuts (BB).

0-10V Dimmable Wiring Method:

Installing the mounting base
plate

Junction Box Mount

Align the holes on the mounting base plate
(D) with the holes on your junction box. Use
two #8 screws (AA), depending on the size of
the holes in your junction box, to attach the
mounting base plate (D) to your junction box.
(Fig. 1)

Surface Conduit Mount

Mark and drill two holes on the wall surface

as per the desired location for attaching the
mounting base plate (D).

Use two or more suitable screws (not included)
applicable to the mounting surface and attach
the mounting base plate (D) on the surface.

For conduit entry, use a drill to open the
conduit plug (B) at the bottom end of the base.

base plate (D) by fixing the two screws (3)
removed earlier using the Phillips screwdriver.

6 Selecting Dusk-to-Dawn or
Switch Activated control

OPTION 1: DUSK-TO-DAWN

Dusk-to-dawn operation enables the light fixture to
automatically turn ON when dark outside and turn OFF
when the sun rises, thus saving you energy.

o To enable automatic dusk-to-dawn operation
leave the photocell lens (E) uncovered.

o Ensure the switch powering the outlet
connected to the light fixture is turned to the
ON position and leave it ON at all times to
enable dusk-to-dawn functionality to operate
automatically.

IMPORTANT: To test if the light fixture and photocell
(E) works properly run power to the fixture and cover
the photocell to turn the fixture ON. Shine a light into the

photocell to see if the fixture turns OFF.

NOTE: If the photocell (E) is located in an area under heavy
@ shade the photocell may not detect enough light and may
turn the light fixture on.

OPTION 2: SWITCH ACTIVATED

Switch activated operation enables the light fixture to
turn ON and OFF by flipping a switch that controls the
electricity to the fixture. The light fixture will not turn
ON and OFF automatically, but is manually controlled.

o To enable switch activated operation screw the
black cap (CC) on the photocell (E) to cover the
clear window on the end.

o Replace the cover on the mounting base plate
(D) using the two small screws previously
removed.

o Close the fixture by tightening the mounting
base screws (C).

Caulking around the light
fixture

o Caulk around the mounting plate (D) and
surface with silicone sealant (not included).

NOTICE: Failure to properly caulk around the surface and mounting
plate (D) could lead to water damage and is not covered under
warranty.

Care and Cleaning

o Shut off the main power supply before cleaning the product. To prolong the original appearance, clean the
light fixture with clear water and a soft, damp cloth only.

o Do not use abrasive cleaners or cleaners that contain alcohol. Do not apply paints, solvents, or any other
chemicals on this light fixture. They could cause a premature deterioration of the finish and may void the

warranty.

o Do not spray the light fixture with a hose or power washer.

o Confirm wall switch is ON. Verify wiring to the fixture is correct
(turn power OFF to fixture beforehand).

The fixture senses
daylight.

Cover the photocell. Wait several seconds until the fixture turns
ON.

The light cycles
ON and OFF
continuously.

The photocell light
Sensor is sensing
reflected light.

o Relocate the light fixture to a location where there is no
reflected light.

o OR place the optional photocell cover over the photocell light
sensor and use the wall switch to turn the light ON and OFF.

The light flickers.

The light fixture is
wired through a
dimmer switch.

Do not use a dimmer switch to control the light fixture. Replace the
dimmer with a standard ON/OFF switch.

The light stays
ON.

The light sensor is in a
shaded area.

o Shine a flashlight into the light sensor and wait up to a minute.
If the light turns OFF, the fixture should be moved to a location
with enough light in the daylight hours for the light sensor to
work.

o OR place the optional opaque cover over the photocell light
sensor and use the wall switch to turn the light ON and OFF.

The light sensor is
faulty.

If the light does not turn OFF when a flashlight is shined on the
light sensor for up to a minute, then the sensor may be faulty.
Please contact customer service.

NOTE: The photocell (E) may have a short delay to reduce its sensitivity to sudden light changes. When testing, shine a light/cover the
photocell for up to a minute to check if the fixture functions properly.
