Dismount the canopy ball from the original down rod by loosening the lock screw(s) and removing the safety pin

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With the lock screws loosened and the safety pin removed, gently remove the canopy ball from the original
down rod

Insert the safety pin on your new River of Goods down rod, and simply slide the canopy ball into place, ensuring
that the safety pin is safely and securely nested into place.

Once the canopy ball is securely fastened around the safety pin, tighten the lock screws to hold the canopy ball
securely in place.

Ensure the safety pin and canopy ball are securely connected, and no movement of the canopy ball or safety
pin is present!
