4 Installing the fixture body

o Install the canopy (A) of the fixture body (B)
over the crosshar (EE) and tighten the two
ball nuts (1l) to the mounting screws (DD).

5 Installing the bulbs

O Install 60W max. A19 bulbs (not included) to each
socket of the fixture body (B).

6 Installing the glass shade

o0 Referring to the line drawing, place
one metal washer (GG) and one silicon
washer (FF) onto the bottom nipple of
the fixture body (B). Then secure the
glass shade (C) with the other silicon
washer (FF) and the other metal
washer (GG) by threading the bottom
finial (HH). Do not overtighten!
