User Servicing Instructions

a) These bulbs are made of glass, please be careful during setup and
storage process.

b) When the product is placed on a live tree, the tree should be well
maintained and fresh. Do not place on live trees in which the needles are
brown or break off easily. Keep the tree holder filled with water.
