1 Attaching the cross bar to the
outlet box

 □ Mount the Cross Bar (C) to the outlet box using the two
Outlet Box Screws (AA).

Remove the Mounting Screws (B) from the Fixture (A).

3 Securing the �xture to the outlet box

 NOTICE:  Please use caulk in the back plate and wall 
                   mounting surface to prevent water from 
                   entering.

 □ Wrap the ground wire from the �xture around the Ground
Screw (D) on the Cross Bar (C). Connect the ground wire
from the �xture to the ground wire from the outlet box.
 □ Connect the white wire from the �xture to the white wire
(neutral wire) from the outlet box.
 □ Connect the black wire from the �xture to the black wire
(live wire) from the outlet box.
 □ Cover the three connections using the three Wire 
Connectors (BB). Wrap the three wire connections with 
electrical tape for a more secure connection.
 □ Position the wires back inside the outlet box.

 □ Place the Fixture (A) over the Cross Bar (C).
 □ Align the holes from the Fixture (A) and the Cross Bar (C).
 □ Secure with Mounting Screws (B).

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Care and Cleaning

Troubleshooting

The power is off.

Ensure the power supply is On.

Ensure the circuit breaker is in the On position.

The fuse blows or the circuit breaker 
trips when the light is turned on.

The wires are crossed or the power wire 
is grounding out.
