1 PREPARING FOR INSTALLATION 

NOTE: Before installation, make sure all parts are present. Compare parts with  
the Hardware Included list. If any part is missing or damaged, do not attempt to 
install the product.

□□ Determine the desired mounting location, and mark the wall where the unit  
will be installed.

NOTE: For secure installation, the unit must be mounted to at least one wall stud. 

3 POSITIONING THE CABINET

□□ Move the cabinet into place, and use wood 
shims to level the cabinet against the wall.

2 CUTTING THE OPENING FOR PLUMBING FIXTURES

NOTE: This step applies to vanity cabinets with full back panels only.

□□ Locate and mark plumbing on the back panel.
□□ Drill a pilot hole through the back panel.
□□ Use a keyhole saw to cut an opening for the plumbing fixtures.

4  BEFORE BEGINNING ASSEMBLY
□□ Read directions thoroughly
□□ Decide on right or left hand door configuration
□□ Perform door / drawer swap prior to vanity installation.
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6  REMOVE DRAWERS

□□ Remove both drawers by fully extending the drawer, then pushing  
the black plastic lever down on the right and up on the left side.  
While holding the levers in place, pull the drawer out of the cabinet.

5  DOOR SWAP INSTRUCTIONS

□□ If swapping door and drawer locations, follow the instructions below. If 
using standard configuration, go to theInstallation Instructions on page 3.

□□ Remove door from frame cabinet by using a #2 Phillips screwdriver to 
remove screws holding hinges in place. Save screws for reinstallation  
in a later step.

9  ONCE GLIDES ARE RE-INSTALLED:

□□ Position roller cage so that it touches the black glide stop in  
the front of the drawer glide.

□□ Line up drawer box glide with glide stop. Once both sides are  
in line with stops, push drawer into cabinet. Once the drawer  
is installed, open and close the drawer a few times to allow  
the drawer to self-align.

8  REINSTALL GLIDES

□□ Reinstall the glides on the opposite side of the cabinet by 
pushing the glide foot into the back panel and installing the 
screw into the pre-inserted dowel in the cabinet face frame 
using a #2 Phillips screwdriver.

10 INSTALL DOOR

□□ Locate pilot holes in the cabinet frame. Position the door 
so that the hinge attachment holes are in line with the 
pilot holes. Have a helper hold the door in place and install 
the hinge by installing the attachment screws into the 
pilot hole using a #2 Phillips screwdriver.

7  REMOVE SCREWS AND GLIDES

□□ Using a #2 Phillips screwdriver, remove the screws holding 
the glides in place. Save screws for reinstallation in a later 
step. Once the glides are free, gently pull them away from 
the back panel using a slight rocking motion. Save glides 
for later reinstallation.

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11 INSTALLING THE CABINET

□□ For wall stud installation, insert #12 x 3 in. screws  
with washers into the stud locations (not included).

□□ For drywall installation, drill holes at the appropriate 
locations and insert toggle bolts with washers  
(not included).

□□ For concrete wall installation, drill 1/4 in. holes at the 
appropriate locations and insert #12 wall anchors,  
followed by #12 x 3 in. screws (not included).

14 INSTALLING THE VANITY TOP

IMPORTANT: Do not use plumber’s putty.

NOTE: The faucet, drain, and supply lines are not included. Install these 
parts to the vanity top according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

□□ Apply silicone caulk/sealant (not included) to all four corners of the cabinet.
□□ Place the vanity top onto the cabinet.
□□ Position the top so that it has an equal amount of overhang on each side  

and use a level to ensure the vanity top surface is level.
□□ Apply silicone onto the seam between the edge of the vanity top and the  

wall, smooth the bead, and allow to cure before use.

13 INSTALLING THE HARDWARE

□□ Attach the knobs (AA) to the cabinet with the provided screws (BB).

12 DRILL HARDWARE IN DOOR

□□ Using a clamp, place a scrap piece of wood on the face of the door 
and tighten to hold in place, taking care not to damage the face of 
the door. Use a drill with a 5/16” bit to finish drilling a hole in the 
exsiting pilot hole.
