[1 Use 4 screws(FF) together with washer(CC&BB) to fasten the seat panel(B)to backrest frame(A) by allen key (DD).

2 Use allen key (DD) to drive the screw(AA) with washers(CC&BB) as shown

3 Attach left side rail (C) and right side rail (D) to the backrest frame with screws (GG)

4 Attach front rail (E) to the leg(F&G) with screws (GG) as shown

Use allen key(DD) to tighten left leg(F) and right leg(G)to the seat panel(B) with
screw(EE) and washer(BB&CC)
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Maintenance

Keep the product away from direct heat and sunlight .

Prolonged exposure to heat sources may cause scorching, or even cause color to fade .

Regular vacuuming or light brushing helps to remove dirt and prevent soil build-up, which increases the appearance of wear .
Periodically (every 90 days) make sure that the screws arefully tightened .
