Operation

The heater, when installed, must be electrically grounded in accordance with local codes or, in the absence of local codes, with the
National Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA 70, or the Canadian Electrical Code, CSA C22.1.

Certain materials or items, when stored under the heater, will be subjected to radiant heat and could be seriously damaged.

Inspect the visible portion of the hose before each use of the appliance. The hose inside cylinder pole housing should be checked
annually and a leak test should be performed when re-assembled.

Children and adults should be alerted to the hazards of high surface temperatures and should stay away to avoid burns or clothing
ignition.

Young children should be carefully supervised when they are in the area of the heater.

Clothing or other flammable materials should not be hung from the heater, or placed on or near the heater.

Any guard or other protective device removed for servicing the heater must be replaced prior to operating the heater.

Installation and repair should be done by a qualified service person. The heater should be inspected before use and at least
annually by a qualified service person.

More frequent cleaning may be required as necessary. It is imperative that the control compartment, burners and circulating air
passageways of the heater be kept clean.

Keep the appliance area clear and free from combustible materials, gasoline and other flammable vapors and liquids.
Do not obstruct the flow of combustion and ventilation air.
Keep the ventilation openings of the cylinder enclosure free and clear from debris.

The LP-gas supply cylinder to be used must be: a. Constructed and marked in accordance with the specifications for LP-gas
cylinders of the U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT); or the Standard for cylinders, Spheres and Tubes for Transportation of
Dangerous Goods and Commission, CAN/CSA-B339, as applicable; b. Provided with a listed overfilling prevention device; and c.
Provided with a cylinder connection device compatible with the connection for the appliance. d. 20 Ib (9 kg) cylinder. LPG capacity
4.7 gallons (17.8 litres). Cylinder Dimensions: Height 17.75 in. (451 mm) and width 12.25 in. (311 mm). The LP gas cylinder used
must include a collar to protect the cylinder valve.

A cylinder must be stored outdoors in a well-ventilated area out of reach of children. A disconnected cylinder must have dust caps
tightly installed and must not be stored in a building, garage or any enclosed area. The pressure regulator and hose supplied must
be used and any replacement pressure regulator or hose must be those as specified by the manufacturer.

Do not store spare LP-gas cylinder under or near this appliance.

Never fill the cylinder beyond 80% full; and for appliances designed to use a CGA No. 791 connection, place the dust cap on the
cylinder valve outlet whenever the cylinder is not in use. Only install the type of dust cap on the cylinder valve that is provided with
the cylinder valve. Other types of caps or plugs may result in leakage of propane.

LEAK TESTING

Your patio heater has been checked at all factory connections for leakage. To check the connection at the gas hose/regulator/cylinder:

o Ensure you are in a well ventilated area.
o Confirm all control knobs are in the off position.
o Open the gas control valve on the bottle.
o Check for leaks by brushing a solution of 50% water and 50% dish soap over the gas system joints, including all valve connections,
hose connections and regulator connections.
o NEVER USE AN OPEN FLAME to test for leaks at any time.
o If bubbles form over any of the joints, there is a leak.
o Turn off the gas supply and retighten all joints.
o Repeat test. If bubbles form again, do not use the patio heater. Please contact the helpline stated in this manual.
o Leak test annually and whenever the gas bottle is removed or replaced.

o If flames extend beyond the surface of the burner mesh, or there is the phenomena of flame lift or light back, or a black spot is
accumulating on the burner mesh or reflector, the heater should be turned off immediately.

o The heater should not be operated again until the unit is serviced or repaired.

SCREW AND BOLT CONNECTIONS

o All screws and bolts, etc., should be checked and tightened on a regular basis.

STORAGE

o Do not leave the patio heater exposed to outside weather conditions or stored in damp moist conditions.

o To save space during long-term storage, the reflector can be removed. Take care to ensure the shape of the reflector is not
damaged or deformed, as this will affect performance.

o When using the heater after extended periods of storage, re-attach the reflector.

o If the heater is to be stored indoors, the gas bottle must be disconnected and left outside in a dry, well-ventilated area, away from
any sources of heat or ignition.

o Do not let children tamper with the bottle.

SERVICE

o We recommend that servicing of this appliance should be performed either after every 100 hours of use or annually, whichever is
achieved soonest.

o If your heater needs maintenance or is not working properly, please contact your local authorized agent for service.
o Itis a necessity to contact an authorized source for replacement of parts and/or servicing.
