B Align the notch on the upper blower tube with the raised
ribs on the blower housing and push tube on to the blower
housing outlet until it is completely seated on the housing.

Align the notch on the lower blower tube with the raised
ribs on the upper blower tube and push the lower tube
onto the upper tube until it is completely seated.

B To remove the blower tubes, slide tubes off.
