To ensure proper
fastening, it is recommended that the concrete be a minimum of
4 inches thick underneath the mount unless otherwise specified
by local building codes.

For wood applications, it is recommended that the wood
structure be a minimum of 4 inches thick underneath the
decking and mount unless otherwise specified by local building
codes.

IMPORTANT: Please consult local zoning laws in regards
to load requirements and bottom space requirements for
rails. All supporting structures must be in accordance with
applicable building codes. Neighborhood associations and/
or historic districts may regulate size, type, placement

and ability of railing. Apply for permits if required by local
authorities and codes. Ensure compliance prior to installation.
Local building code requirements will always supersede
any and all suggested procedures and measurements in the
following installation. The following installation instructions
are intended as a general guideline based on common
building practices used in railing installation.

Wood Surface Installation

1 Marking the mounting location 2 Drilling the holes
o Use the base of the post mount (A) as a template and mark o Drill four 3/8 in. holes at the marked locations, drilling
the four corner holes on the deck surface. If necessary, through the deck board and the reinforcement boards. If
mark inside the square of the post mount (A) on the deck necessary, drill a 3/8 in. drainage hole in square through
surface to create a drainage hole. the deck board and reinforcement boards for drainage.

o Align the post mount holes over the drilled holes.

3 Attaching the mounting bracket

o Insert 5/16-18 x 6 in. bolts (B) with 5/16 small washers (E)
through the bracket holes into the drilled holes and attach
two fender washers (D), double stacked, and a nut (F) to
each bolt under the deck.

o Only hand-tighten nuts at this time.

4 Securing the post

o Use a bubble level to check for plumb and level of the
post. If adjustment is required, loosen the nuts to allow for
insertion of the leveling wedges (I) between the bottom of
the post and the top of the deck. Place the plastic wedge (1)
under the post on any side where the post is leaning.

o Tighten the four hex bolts (B) and recheck the post for
plumb. If further adjustment is required, loosen the nuts,
and move the leveling wedge inward or outward until
plumb and level is achieved. Re-tighten the nuts securely.

6 Adding a post sleeve

o Slide the post sleeve (1) (not included) over the post mount
(A) until it contacts the base of the post mount (A).

Installing the rail stabilizers

Slide one plastic rail stabilizer (H) onto the post mount (A).
The slotted opening can be positioned in any direction.

Determine the height of the bottom rail. The bottom rail
mounting screws will screw into the rail stabilizer (H).

Secure the rail stabilizer (H) to the post mount (A) using
one #10 x 1 in. Phillips pan head rail stabilizer screw (G)
through the slotted area of the rail stabilizer (H).

Repeat for the top rail stabilizer (H). The top rail mounting
screws will screw into the the top rail stabilizer (H).

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Concrete Surface Installation

1 Marking the mounting location

o Use the base of the post mount (A) as a template and mark
the four corner holes for the wedge-bolt anchors (C).

2 Drilling the holes

NOTE: Aged concrete could be more porous and more likely to
break, causing difficulty with securing the anchor bolts. If this

@ occurs, it is recommended to drill holes 1 in. diameter into the
concrete surface, fill the holes with a fast setting concrete or like
material, secure the surface mount/bolts and allow the concrete
to fully set.

o Using a 1/4 in. masonry drill bit, drill the holes into the
concrete base to a depth of at least 3-1/2 in.

o Ensure the holes are clean of dust and debris prior to
inserting bolts.

o Align the post mount (A) holes over the drilled holes.

3 Attaching the mounting bracket

o Insert four 1/4 x 3 in. concrete bolts (C) with 5/16 small
washers (E) into the mounting holes using a socket
wrench. Leave a 3/8 in gap to allow for adjustment of the
post mount (A).

Concrete Surface Installation (continued)

4 Securing the post

o Use a bubble level to check for plumb and level of the post.
If adjustment is required, place the leveling wedge (I) under
the post on any side where the post is leaning.

o Tighten down the four concrete bolts until the head of the
concrete bolt is firmly seated with the post base. Do not
overtighten the bolts. If using a power impact wrench, the
maximum torque setting is 115 ft.-Ibs.

6 Adding a post sleeve

o Slide the post sleeve (1) (not included) over the post mount
(A) until it contacts the base of the post mount (A).

Slide one plastic rail stabilizer (H) onto the post mount (A). The
slotted opening can be positioned in any direction.

Determine the height of the bottom rail. The bottom rail
mounting screws will screw into the rail stabilizer (H).

Secure the rail stabilizer (H) to the post mount (A) using one
#10 x 1 in. Phillips pan head rail stabilizer screw (G) through
the slotted area of the rail stabilizer (H).

Repeat for the top rail stabilizer (H). The top rail mounting
screws will screw into the the top rail stabilizer (H).
