Assembly and Installation

NOTE: If the solar panel is covered by a protective film, remove it before using the
product. Remove the pull-tab from the battery door. Place the solar light in a location 2 H

where it can receive a full 8 hours of sunlight to allow the rechargeable battery/batteries Replac"lg the battery
to reach maximum capacity.

NOTE: This operation should be done in the morning on a sunny day. This will allow
the light to receive a full 8 hours of sunlight so that the rechargeable battery can reach
maximum capacity.

1 Attaching and installing the light

U Remove the 4 battery cover screws.

U Using the 2X screws and 2X anchors supplied, install the unit (A). 2 Remove the battery cover. . .
Screws should be installed to match the 2 slots in the rear of the unit (A). | { Remove the old battery and replace with 1 new AA NiMh
rechargeable battery of same or greater mAh. USE

RECHARGEABLE BATTERIES ONLY.

Note: Clean the battery contacts and those of the device prior to battery installation.

U Be sure to insert the battery in proper direction.
U Replace the battery cover.
U Replace the 4 screws.
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Care and Cleaning

O Clean the fixture with a soft, dry cloth.
O Do not use any cleaners with chemicals, solvents or harsh abrasives.

Troubleshooting

If the light does not turn on at dusk after 8 hours of charging:
0 Ensure that the solar accent wall light is in a bright sunny location and not in a shady area during the day.
0 Make sure that the light’s solar panel is not near any other light sources at night.
QO Ensure that the ON/OFF switch is in the ON position.
O Verify that the battery/batteries are making contact with the terminal and that they have been inserted in the correct polarity.
