NOTE: Ensure hardware selection is appropriate for wall construction and is appropriate for the weight of the 
cabinet including contents.

Step 1: DETERMINE WHERE TO PLACE THE CABINET

1. Determine el área exacta de donde desea que el gabinete quede instalado.

2. To install the cabinet onto Sheetrock.

  a.) Locate wall stud or solid lumber.

  b.) Mark the location(s) of the wall studs on the upper support of the cabinet and drill two (2) holes through  
   the upper support.

  c.) Attach the cabinet to the wall using appropriate wood screws or toggle bolts.

  d.) For additional support repeat process through lower support of cabinet.

3. To install cabinet onto a concrete or brick formed wall.

  a.) Mark the location on the upper support of the cabinet for screw anchor/toggle bolts.

  b.) Pre-drill wall and upper support.

  c.) Insert appropriate screw anchors/toggle bolts (not provided) through support and into hole in the wall.

  d.) Use a screw driver to fasten screw/toggle bolts until secure.

Important Note: Some walls are not even and may cause twisting of the cabinet resulting in a slight door misalignment. To prevent twisting, use spacers (not 
provided). Use the following chart to realign doors.
