Overview

This Shelf has multiple parts and may require up to 45 minutes to assemble. To give you 
an overview of the Shelf parts, the above picture is to help you put the various parts into 
perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the 
parts and steps before assembly.

Back Panel (B)
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Step 1

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Position the Storage Box(A) on a clean, non-marring surface. 
Attach Left Lower Support Bar(E) to Storage Box(A) using Screws(③) with Allen Key(④) 
as pictured above.
Repeat the sample procees with Right Lower Support Bar(D).
Do not fully tighten the Screws.

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Step 3

Insert the Right Upper Support Bar(F) with prefixed iron dowel into the housing of Right 
Lower Support Bar(D) as pictured above.
Secure the Right Upper Support Bar(F) to the Right Lower Support Bar(D) using Straight 
Bracket(⑤), and Screws(②) with Allen Key(④).
Repeat the same process to attached Left Upper Support Bar(G) to the Left Lower 
Support Bar(E)
Do not fully tighten the Screws.

Do not fully tighten Screws. 

Attach the Back Panel(B) to Support Bars using Screws(②) with Allen Key(④) as 
pictured above.
Do not fully tighten Screws.

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To open the Storage Box(A): 
6.1) Gently push the top of Storage Box(A) up then position wooden support bar as shown 
in picture above.
6.2) Place the locker into the housing of wooden support bar to lock.
Caution: Be careful when opening Storage Box(A) to avoid the finger strapped.

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To close the Storage Box(A): 
7.1) Unlock the wooden support bar as shown in picture above.
7.2) Lift up the top of Storage Box(A) a little bit to move the support bar out of the top of 
the Storage Box, then pull down the top of Storage Box(A).
Caution: Be careful when closing Storage Box(A) to avoid the finger strapped.
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Now tighten all Screws at all joints in a sequential manner.
When tightening the Screws tighten sequentially.
Do not tighten any Screw fully and then move on towards the next one.
Your Shelf is ready for use.
Caution: The Storage Box(A) is not a seating, please do not seat or 
stand on it.
This Shelf can only be used on a flat, level surface.

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Usage For Cabinet Restraint Device:
To Secure Shelf against wall, attach Metal Brackets(⑧) to wall, and use Shelf 
Restraint Straps(⑦) to connect the Metal Brackets(⑧) and the Shelf.

Step 7

Find the location of the screw holes on the wall. 
You can mark these points in two ways as below:
1) Move the Shelf back to the wall. Mark two points the same height as the Shelf on the 
wall.
Note: The Metal Brackets need to be secured to solid, load bearing surface. Please 
use a Stud Finder(not supplied) if needed to locate the Wall Frame.
2) Measure the height of the Metal Brackets(⑧) with ruler/measuring tape and mark on 
wall to keep them accurate and same height. 
(Caution: The Shelf Restraint Strap(⑦) between the product and Metal Backets(⑧) 
on the wall should be within 3.5’’)
Then attach L-shaped Metal Brackets(⑧) to wall using Screws(⑥) with Screwdriver(⑨).

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Move the Shelf back against wall. 
Pull the Restraint Straps(⑦) through the Metal Brackets(⑧) on the wall and around the 
Left Upper Support Bar(G) and Right Upper Support Bar(F), and pull the Restraint 
Straps(⑦) tight.
The Shelf Restraint Device is installed and your Shelf is ready for use.
