NOTE: On each start up of your ceiling fan, the fan blades M
will oscillate back and forth. This is a NORMAL OPERATION
for DC motor ceiling fans as they go through a calibration
cycle.

A. 1,2, 3, 4,5 and 6 button:
These six buttons are used to set the fan speed as follows:
1 = minimum speed
2 = low speed
3 = medium low speed

6 = high speed

B. ) Reverse Button:
This button is used to change the direction of the rotation of the blades; counterclockwise for summer weather or clockwise for winter
weather.

c. I Button:
This button turns the power Off to the Fan.

D. Button:

Press and release
the button for the desired light to turn the light ON or OFF. Press and hold the button to set the desired light brightness. The light will
cycle between bright and dim settings as long as the button is pressed.

Measure from a point on the center of each blade
to the point on the ceiling. Rotate the fan until the next blade is positioned for measurement. Repeat for
each blade.

The partial movement during start-up is the result
of the DC motor aligning the internal magnetic poles for proper motor operation. This design saves
electricity and allows the fan to operate much quieter than standard AC motor fans.
