4. The refrigerant of this product is R600a, which is flammable. Make sure not to
damage the cooling system during the transportation and installation.

5. Please note that servicing shall be done by factory authorized service
personnel, so as to minimize the risk of possible ignition due to incorrect parts

or improper service.

WINE STORAGE

1. The maximum capacity of AMAW35S2CW is 35 wine bottles (750ml).

2. To achieve the maximun capacity, place 9 bottles in the first rack as shown
below in Figure A, place 5 bottles in the next 4 racks as shown below in Figure B.

3. Next, place 3 bottles sideways in the bottom 2 racks as shown below in Figure C.

4. Store wine in sealed bottles only.

Before using the wine coolerfor the first time, remove all of the packing
materials, including the foam base and adhesive tape holding accessories in
place.

The wine coolershould be located on a firm, flat surface that is strong enough
to support the wine coolemwhen it is fully loaded.

Leave a minimum of 4 ” between each side of the appliance and the wall. The
top and back of the appliance should have a minimum of 4" clearance. This
allows for proper air circulation. This appliance is intended to be free-standing
and should not be built-in or placed in a recessed area.

The wine coolerlegs must be adjusted during installation in order to function
properly. The leveling legs on the front corners can be adjusted by turning
left to raise the appliance, and right to lower it. Be sure to

have the appliance slope slightly backward to ensure that the door closes
tightly.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

3. The wine cooler can be operated by adjusting the temperature control buttons

(up and down arrows) to various settings.

Press this pad once ( A ) and the temperature will increase 1 °F.

Press this pad once () and the temperature will decrease 1 °F.

The new desired temperature will flash on the display for a few secondsthan switch
back to the actual temperature which will gradually change until the set point is reach

For red wine the suggested temperature range is 53 °F-61 °F
For white wine the suggested temperature range is 43 °F-50 °F

. Reducing the frequency of door opening can lower power consumption.

Interior

The door gasket must be kept clean to ensure a proper seal. Be sure to clean the
gasket frequently, using the method described above.
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POWER FAILURE

REVERSING THE DOOR

When a power failure occurs, the wine cooler can normally storewine for several
hours. Do not put additional wine into the appliance during a power failure, and do
not open door. Disconnect the plug from the outlet, and reconnect when the
power has been restored.

VACATION AND MOVING CARE

Vacations

If you choose to turn the wine cooler off before you leave, follow
these steps.

1. Remove allopenwine bottles from the wine cooler.
2. Unplug the wine cooler.
3. Clean the wine cooler. See "CLEANING.”

4. Take out all removable parts, wrap them well, and tape them
together so they do not shift and rattle during the move.

5. Tape the doors shut and tape the power cord to the wine
cooler.

When you get to your new home, put everything back and refer to
the “Installation Instructions” section for preparation instructions.
