® To prevent and avoid the risk of burns, fire, electric shock, or Injury:
e Use this device only for its intended purpose as described in this manual.
e Do not leave unit on when unattended. Unplug from outlet when not in use.
e Keep children away from and do not allow children to operate the lamp.

® To disconnect from the power outlet, turn all controls to the “off’ position and then remove the power
cord from the power source outlet.

® NEVER operate this device with the protected heating element opening blocked. Keep this opening
free of lint, hair, etc. Never operate on or near a soft surface such as a pillow, blanket, or bed where
this air opening may be blocked.

® NEVER drop orinsert any objectinto the protected heating element opening. Do not touch the heating
element with any object. Do not touch the internal workings of the lamp. Do not attempt to make any
repairs yourself.

® DO NOT operate this device if the power cord or plug is damaged. If it is not working properly, or has
been damaged, call your nearest authorized service center.

® DO NOT pull or carry this device by the power cord. Keep the power cord away from hot or wet

® Store lamp in dry environment- avoid excessive moisture.

® This heater is not intended for use in bathrooms, laundry areas and similar indoor locations. NEVER
locate heater where it may fall into a bathtub or other water container. To protect against electrical
hazards, DO NOT immerse in water or other liquids.



SAFETY INFORMATION

® DO NOT touch the control panel or plug with a wet hand.

® DO NOT run cord under carpeting. DO NOT cover cord with throw rugs, runners or similar coverings.
Arrange cord away from traffic area and where it will not be tripped over.

® DO NOT insert or allow foreign objects to enter any ventilation or exhaust opening as this may cause
an electric shock or fire, or damage the heater.

® To prevent a possible fire, DO NOT block the air intakes or exhaust in any manner. DO NOT use on soft
surfaces, like a bed, where openings may become blocked.

® A heater has hot and arcing or sparking parts inside. DO NOT use in areas where gasoline, paint,
explosive and/or flammable liquids are used or stored. Keep unit away from heated surfaces and open
flames.

Avoid the use of an extension cord because the extension cord may overheat and cause a risk of fire.

To avoid fire or shock hazard, plug the unit directly into a 110-120V electrical socket outlet.

ALWAYS place the heater on a flat, level surface. This heater should only be hung from a ceiling.

® Connect to properly grounded outlets only.

® The heater must not be located in front of a socket outlet.

® These appliances must be earthed.

e Before installing or replacing the bulb, the appliance must be always being disconnected from the 110-
120V supply.

e The appliance must be disconnected from the 110-120V supply before the lid is opened.

e The appliance mist be installed exclusively in perfect horizontal position

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INSTALLATION INFORMATION

When fixing the heater to a wall, ensure hinges are in the underside so that the lid hands down in the
open position.

Minimum required distances:
¢ 10 inches from the side wall

¢ 20 inches from the ceiling

e Installation height above 6ft

* The heater must be fixed to a wall with the bracket supplied to allow adequate ventilation.
e Never fix or place heater near flammable or combustible materials.

¢ Generally heaters must be placed at a safe distance (clear space) of at least 2.0m from combustible
materials and glass walls. If installed in workshops or garages where inflammable or combustible paints
are used, the heaters must be installed at a distance of at least 4.0m from the source of danger.

e |f the heaters are placed in areas where spray painting of any description is taking place, they should
not be used during the painting operations.

e Never use the heater in particularly dusty and explosive areas.

MAINTENANCE

Unplug the unit and let it cool completely.

¢ To keep the heater clean, the outer shell may be cleaned with a soft, damp cloth. You may use a
mild detergent if necessary. After cleaning, dry the unit with a soft cloth.

e DO NOT use alcohol, gasoline, abrasive powders, furniture polish, or rough brushes to clean the
heater. This may cause damage or deterioration to the surface of the heater.

¢ Although this heater is outdoor approved, DO NOT immerse the heater in water for your safety.
Wait until the unit is completely dry before use.

STORAGE

If the heater will not be used for a long period of time, store it in a cool, dry location when not in use.
To prevent dust and dirt build-up, use the original packaging to repack the unit.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If the heater will not operate, please check the following before seeking repair of service:
¢ Check if the power cord is plugged into an electrical outlet, if not plug in.

¢ Check if electricity to the main fuse is working.

e Make certain the power switches are turned on. If not, choose a setting.
