o The heater, when installed, must be electrically grounded in accordance with local codes or, in the absence of local codes, with the
National Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA 70, or the Canadian Electrical Code, CSA C22.1.

o Inspect the visible portion of the hose before each use of the appliance. The hose inside cylinder pole housing should be checked
annually and a leak test should be performed when re-assembled.

o Clothing or other flammable materials should not be hung from the heater, or placed on or near the heater.

Your patio heater has been checked at all factory connections for leakage. To check the connection at the gas hose/regulator/cylinder:

o Ensure you are in a well ventilated area.
o Confirm all control knobs are in the off position.
o Open the gas control valve on the bottle.
o Check for leaks by brushing a solution of 50% water and 50% dish soap over the gas system joints, including all valve connections,
hose connections and regulator connections.
o NEVER USE AN OPEN FLAME to test for leaks at any time.
o If bubbles form over any of the joints, there is a leak.

Maintenance

o All screws and bolts, etc, should be checked and tightened on a regular basis.

STORAGE
