THIRD OCTAVE BAND (Hz)

1. Make sure the subfloor is clean, dry and flat. Area requiring fill patching or levelling
must be prepared by a general contractor using a self-levelling cement. When installing
over bare concrete floor, first install a vapor barrier
2. Decoupler may be installed parallel or perpendicular to flooring.
3. The decoupler seams must be placed tightly together and taped with duct tape.
4. When installing floating floors (laminate, engineered hardwood or LVT) the decoupler is loose
layed, not glued to sub-floor. Always install black side face down.

a) Glue the decoupler to subflor with a Premium Multi Purpose Adhesive.

b)Glue wood to the decoupler using a Moisture Cured Urethane Base Adhesive.
