American Standard warrants each Product to be free of defects in 

material and workmanship during normal residential or commercial 

use for the relevant time periods identified here, measured from the 
initial date of purchase. 

 

This warranty extends only to the original purchaser and is non-

transferable unless purchased by a plumber, contractor or other 

service provider, in which case this warranty extends to the first 

property owner on whose behalf the product was purchased for 

installation. 

This warranty gives you specific legal rights, and you may also have 

other rights which vary from state to state or province to province. 

Exclusions and Limitations 

 

American Standard’s obligations under this warranty are limited to 

the repair or replacement of the Product or any part, or exchange of 
the Product for the same or a similar model, in its sole discretion. 

American Standard reserves the right to make inspections it deems
