Pre-drill oversized holes through lattice (drill the largest
hole that screw head will allow without fitting though).
Center each screw in oversized holes and do not overtighten
to allow for expansion and contraction of lattice

What this warranty does not cover: This limited warranty does not cover damage resulting from accident, unreasonable use,
neglect, alteration, improper service, improper installation, acts of God or any other causes not arising out of defects
in materials or workmanship. Additionally, this warranty does not cover costs of installation, removal, reinstallation
or surface mold and mildew created by excessive environmental conditions. Any service or repair provided outside the
scope of this limited warranty shall be at Barrette Outdoor Living’s rate and terms then in effect.

Transferee Coverage: Warranty coverage will be extended to one transferee on the above listed products with the following
limitations. Transferee must obtain an original or copy of the initial sales receipt (with proof of date) from the previous
owner(s). Additionally, if fence is purchased from a builder or installer, documentation must be supplied that names the
product installed on property and date of transfer.

Registration: To activate this warranty, the online registration card must be completed and returned to Barrette Outdoor Living
within 30 days of installation.

Additionally, this Warranty does not cover damage associated with surface mold and mildew resulting from environmental
conditions including air pollution, or any other causes not arising out of defects in materials or workmanship by Barrette
Outdoor Living.
