	1. BLADES - Double reciprocating blades mounted to a blade support bar. Double sided blades, are capable of cutting on either side.
	2. DRIVE SHAFT ASSEMBLY - Lightweight aluminum drive shaft extends reach.
	3. LEFT HAND SHAFT GRIP - Cushioned grip for left hand.
	4. GEAR HOUSING ASSEMBLY - Commercial grade, low weight, fast cutting speed. Grease fitting simplifies lubrication.
	5. SHOULDER HARNESS - An adjustable strap that suspends the unit from the operator.
	6. BLADE COVER - Used to cover blade during transport and storage. Remove blade cover before using unit.

	Assembly
	Power Head Shaft To Lower Shaft Assembly
	1. Set Power Head/Shaft Assembly on a level surface.
	2. Pull locater pin (A) out, and turn counter-clockwise ¼ turn to lock-out position.
	3. Remove vinyl cap from attachment drive shaft.
	4. Remove cardboard spacer, if necessary.
	5. Carefully fit attachment drive shaft assembly into coupler (B) to decal assembly line (C), making sure that the inner lower drive shaft engages the square upper drive shaft socket.
	6. Rotate locater pin (A) ¼ turn clockwise to engage lower shaft hole. Insure locater pin is fully engaged by twisting lower drive shaft. Locater pin should snap flush in coupler. Full engagement will prevent further shaft rotation.
	7. Secure lower shaft assembly to coupler by tightening clamping knob (D).

	Support Handle Removal
	1. Remove support handle assembly, barrier bar (if installed), and mounting hardware from PAS or SRM-SB power head.
	2. Retain parts for future use.

	Hedge Trimming
	1. Always grip throttle handle with right hand and support handle with left hand.
	2. Hold trimmer firmly and squeeze throttle trigger to accelerate engine.
	3. Tilt trimmer so cutting teeth are angled slightly toward the hedge or shrub and proceed to cut.
	1. Loosen the harness clamp screw.

	2. Put the harness on and attach it to the unit.

	Maintenance Intervals
	Lubrication
	1. Brush loose debris from blade and coat both sides of blade with the 50-50 cleaning mixture.
	2. Allow cleaning mixture to soften the remaining gummy residue then wipe it from the blade.
	3. Apply clean oil to the entire length of the blade. Be certain the blade bolts are lubricated.
	4. Wipe excess oil from the blade before putting the unit back in service.
	1. Clean dirt from the grease fitting (A).

	2. Carefully pump grease into fitting (A). DO NOT force grease. Too much pressure will force grease past seals and cause damage. Apply 1 - 2 pumps of grease every 15 - 25 hours of operation.
	3. Wipe excess grease from around grease fitting.
	1. Remove gear housing locating screw (A) and loosen clamping screw (B). Remove the gear housing assembly from the drive shaft housing.

	2. Pull the drive shaft (C) from the housing, wipe clean, then apply 15 ml (0.5 oz.) of grease.
	3. Slide the drive shaft back in the drive housing being careful not to get dirt on the flex shaft.
	4. Install the gear housing assembly.

	Blades
	1. Move stop switch to STOP position.
	2. Disconnect spark plug wire.
	3. Remove blade guard, if installed (see “Blade Guard Remove/Install instructions”).
	4. Slide blades to allow file clearance using slots (A) on bottom of blade. Do not pry against cutting edges.
	5. File each edge carefully. Follow the original shape of the blade.
	6. Install blade guard, if necessary (see “Blade Guard Remove/ Install instructions”).
	7. Lubricate blades (see “Lubrication”).
	8. Connect spark plug wire.
	1. Tighten blade screws securely.

	2. Hold blade screws (A) to prevent turning, and tighten lock nuts (B).


	Storage
	1. Clean and lubricate cutting blades and gear case.
	2. Sharpen cutting blades as required.
	3. Apply a light coating of clean 20W engine oil along entire length of blades and on blade bolts.
	4. Install blade cover onto hedge clipper cutting blades.
	5. Store hedge clipper attachment in a dry, dust free place out of the reach of children, using supplied storage hook.
	Storage Hook Installation
	1. Insert small end of hook into locating hole on attachment shaft.
	2. Slide plastic cap onto end of attachment shaft.
