o Make sure your ceiling box is secure and that rubber isolator pads are used between the mounting
bracket and outlet box.

o Do not connect the fan with wall mounted variable speed control(s).

- Select a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of the blades, then select any fan blade and
The fan wobbles measure from the center of the selected blade to the point on the ceiling.
