Installation

1. Select an appropriate location for your solar
charging station where the solar panel receives
maximum sun and is not blocked by shadows. Ideally,

the unit should face towards the south in the [ DTN
northern hemisphere to maximize the angle of the '[“
sun. ~f I—
2. With 1/2” diameter drill bit, drill to a minimum 3. Once post base is torqued, apply Loctite®
depth of 3”. Install anchor bolt and post base and Metal and Concrete Epoxy (included with
torque to 60 ft-Ibf. SuperCharge18 and 35) to the outside of the

post base. Slide charging station over post
base such that the epoxy is between the
inside wall of the charging station and the
outside wall of the post base.

proper installation.

2. Lift the waterproof protective cap to expose the dual USB outlet. The blue LED indicator light will
be illuminated blue if the battery is sufficiently charged. If the light is not illuminated, the battery
does not have sufficient charge and requires exposure to adequate sunlight for a duration
sufficient for the battery to reach the supply resume voltage

3. With your phone connected to its charger, insert the USB connector into one of the 2.1A

receptacles

4. The 2.1Ais designed to provide optimized charging speed
