Connect garden hose (Min 40PSI recommended) to T-Valve.
Connect the Grounded Power Cable to power.
Set the Water Control Dial to desired starting point (35 - 50 recommended for concrete).
Flip the Power Switch to “Forward” for 5 seconds to test the water and Auger.
Pre-wet the Chute using the Secondary Hose.
