CONNECT TO THE POWER SUPPLY

e The washer should be plugged into a 120-VAC, 60-Hz
grounded 3-prong outlet. Plug in the washer. Improper
connection of the equipment-grounding conductor can result
in risk of electric shock. Check with a qualified electrician
or service technician if you are in doubt as to whether the
appliance is properly grounded. Do not modify the plug
provided with the appliance. If it does not fit the outlet, have
a proper outlet installed by a qualified electrician. Failure to
follow these warnings can cause serious injury, fire, electrical
shock, or death.

e The power outlet must be within 60 inches (1.5 m) of either
side of the washer.

e The appliance and outlet must be positioned so that the plug
is easily accessible.

e Do not overload the outlet with more than one appliance.

e Time-delay fuse or circuit breaker is recommended.

CONNECTING THE WATER LINES

LG recommends the use of LG hoses. Any leaking, property damage, or
damage to the washing machine caused by an improper installation or by
the use of non-LG hoses is not covered under the terms of the LG warranty
and is the sole responsibility of the customer and/or an installer.

e Inspect the threaded fitting on each hose and
make sure there is a rubber seal in place in
both ends of each hose.

e Connect the water supply hoses to the HOT weter ol
and COLD water faucets tightly by hand and {lo wateriniet WaerHose
then tighten another 2/3 turn with pliers.

e Always run a gallon or two of water through
each inlet hose to flush dirt, scale and other
debris out of the water lines. Doing so will
help prevent future problems with clogged
filter screens, and will also allow you to verify
which water line is hot and which is cold.

e Attach the hot water line to the hot water
inlet on the back of the washer. Attach the
cold water line to the cold water inlet on
the back of the washer. Tighten the fittings
securely. Turn ON both faucets all the way and
check for leaks at both ends of the hoses.

CONNECTING THE DRAIN HOSE

e The drain hose should always be
properly secured. Failure to properly
secure the drain hose can result in
flooding and property damage.

STANDPIPE Option

cause siphoning, odors, or

improper draining.
