Instructions

Place the Left Side Stile (A1) on a smooth and clean surface with the groove facing to the right. 
Get Top Rail (T1), Middle Rail (T3), and Bottom Rail (T4), insert their tongues into the  grooves 
of (A1), and align the pre-drilled holes of (A1) and pre-installed anchors of (T1/T3/T4). Get 
3.93” Carriage Bolts (D), insert into the outside holes of (A1), use Hey Key (G) to fasten bolts 
(D) to the pre-installed anchors in (T1/T3/T4).

Step-1
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Get Middle Rail (T2), insert Wood Plug (F) into the 4 pre-drilled holes on each T2, and then 
insert the left end into the inside pre-drilled hole on (A1). 
The pre-drilled holes' location is as indicated in the instruction.

Step-2

Get Tempered glass (C), slide it along the grooves between T, and make sure to insert it into 
the groove of (A1). 
Please wear gloves to prevent cuts on your hands or the glass is too slippery to install.
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Get Right Side Stile (A2), make the groove side cover the rail tongues and the edge of the slat 
then get 3.93” Carriage Bolts (D), insert to the holes on the outside of A2, and use Hey Key 
(G) to fasten bolts (D) to the pre-installed anchors in (T1/T3/T4).

Step-4

Get Plastic CAP (E), insert it into all the holes on the outside of Side Stile A1/A2, then the 
installation of the door is over.

Overall Rail length is 5ft/6ft/6.6ft/7ft/8ft.A

The gap between each pre-drilled hole is 16”.

Door height is H.

The height of holes on the wall is H+111⁄16”.
G Minimum distance from the rail hole to the ceiling is 6"(J shape).

Distance from the bottom of the door to the floor is 3/8”.

Distance from door top side to holes on the wall is 15⁄16”.

Instructions
It is very important to determine whether you will be installing a Header Board prior to install-
ing the track. 
Due to many overlapping factors such as the location of wall studs (Our rail come with 
pre-drilled holes every 16” on center), the weight of a barn door and the various types of trim 
used in homes, we recommend using a Header Board in all situations. 
Please install a 1” x 4” or 1” x 6” Header Board above the door opening directly into studs. 
Header Board must be solid wood and measure at least the full length of the track or longer

Place the rail against the wall, and use a pencil to mark where the holes should be.
Make sure the height of holes on the wall is H+111⁄16”. 

Step-1

We provide 2 kinds of screws for you to install rail onto concrete wall or drywall.

Step-2

Level can make the 
rail horizontal. 

A Concrete wall Installation.
Install the anchor to holes on the concrete 
wall first,  then install lag bolt to anchor.

B Drywall Installation.
Install the lag bolt to wood stud or 
header board directly.

Door stopper is used to prevent the hangers coming out of the rail.

Hang the door over the rail.

Put the pulley (A) on the track first.

Next，Put pulley B on the track, so that the pulley B and pulley A cross.As shown in the figure 
below.

Step-5
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As shown in the figure, after all the pulley blocks are connected to the track, the anti-bouncer are 
fixed with hexagonal screw rod.
Adjust the 2 door stoppers to find a suitable position, Use the hex key to screw the door stoppers 
in place.

WARNING

  •  Mishandling of heavy objects (i.e.,doors) may cause a loss of balance and serious injury. Always be sure you have a secure hold on 
the object and are balanced before moving the object.Always wear safety shoes when lifting heavy objects.

  •  Getting body parts (i.e., hair,fingers) caught in moving parts may cause pinching and serious injury.Do not put fingers in parts that 
may move and always remove or contain anything on your body that may become entangled with a moving part.

  •  Closing sliding doors with your hand on the end of the door may result in your hand, or fingers, getting caught between the door 
and other solid objects (i.e., another door, molding) causing serious injury. Always use the door handle to close doors. 

CAUTION

Install the floor guide. Put floor guide on the floor first to fix a suitable position and make a 
mark so that the tip of the floor guide can work well in the slot.Use suitable drill bit to drill 
holes on the floor where the mark is, and then install the floor guide.
