GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

B This appliance must be grounded. In the event of a
malfunction or breakdown, grounding will reduce
the risk of electric shock by providing a path of
least resistance of electric current. This appliance
is equipped with a cord having an equipment-
grounding conductor and a grounding plug.

H The plug must be plugged into an appropriate outlet
that is installed and grounded in accordance with
all local codes and ordinances.

B Improper connection of the equipment-grounding
conductor can result in a risk of electric shock.

H Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked
dishwasher safe or the equivalent. For plastic items
not so marked, check the manufacturer's
recommendations.

B Use only detergent and rinse additives
designed foran automatic dishwasher.

M Never use soap, laundry detergent, orhand
washing detergentin yourdishwasher. Keep
these products out of the reach of children.

B Keep children away from detergent and rinse aid, keep
children away from the open door of the dishwasher,
there could still be some detergent left inside.

3.Prior using for the first time

A. Fillthe Rinse Aid Dispenser

Rinse AidDispenser

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes. That can leave
spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to sheet off the dishes. Your dishwasher is designed to
use liquid rinse aids. The rinse aid dispenser is located inside the door next to the detergent dispenser. To fill the
dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into the dispenser until the level indicator turns completely black.
The volume of the rinse aid container is about 110ml.

Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse aid is automatically added during the last rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, and spot and streak free drying.

Attention!

Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any other substances
(e.g. Dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage the appliance.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

If thereis no rinse-aidwarning light inthe control panel, you can judge the amount ofrinse-aid by the color
of the opticallevel indicator"C Yocated next tothe cap. Whenthe rinse-aid containeris full, the whole
indicator will bedark .As the rinse-aid diminishes, the size ofthe dark dotdecreases. You should neverlet

To open the dispenser, turn the cap to the "open" (left) arrow and lift it out.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being careful not to overfill.
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with "open" arrow and turning it to the closed (right) arrow.

NOTE: Clean up any rinse aid splitduring filling with an absorbent cloth to avoid excessive foaming
during the next wash. Don't forgetto replace the cap before you close dishwasherdoor.




Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

Adjust lever The rinse aid dispenser has four settings.The recommended setting is on "3".
(Rinse) If the dishes still are not drying properly or are spotted, adjust the dial to the
next higher number on "4".

A\ NoTE:

Increase the dose if there are drops of water or lime spots on the dishes after washing.
Reduce it if there are sticky whitish stains on your dishes or a bluish film on glassware or
knife blades.

B. Function of Detergent

Proper Use of Detergent

Detergents with itschemical ingredients are necessary to removedirt, crush dirt and transportit out of the dishwasher.
Use only detergentspecifically made foruse in dishwashers. Keep your detergentfresh and dry.
Don't put powderdetergent into thedispenser until you'reready to washdishes.

Detergents

There are 3sorts of detergents

1.With phosphate and with chlorine
2.With phosphate andwithout chlorine
3.Without phosphate and without chloride

Normally new pulveriseddetergent is withoutphosphate. The water softener function of

phosphate is notgiven. In this case werecommend to fillsalt in the salt container evenwhen

the hardness ofwater is only6 ° dH. If detergentswithout phosphate were used in case of hard water
often white spotsappear at dishesand glasses. Inthis case pleaseadd more detergentto reach
better results. Detergents without chlorine doonly bleach alittle. Strong and coloured spots willnot
removed completely. Inthis case please choose a programme with higher Temperature.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on theirchemical composition, dishwashercan be splitin two basictypes:
B conventional, alkaline detergents with caustic components
B low alkaline concentrated detergents with naturalenzymes

The use of “normal” washing programmes inconjunction with concentrated detergents
reduces pollution and is good foryour dishes; these wash programmes are specially matched
to the dirt-dissolving properties ofthe enzymes ofthe concentrated detergent. For thisreason
“normal” wash programmes in which concentrated detergents are used can achieve the same
results thatcan otherwise onlybe achieved using “heavy” program.

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets ofdifferent brands dissolve at different speeds. For this reasonsome
detergent tablets cannotdissolve and developtheir full cleaning power during short
programmes. Therefore please use longprogrammes when usingdetergent tablets, to
ensure the completeremoval of detergentresiduals.

A NQOTE: Detergent tablets are only for the models with 3 in 1 functionor 3in 1 program.



Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser mustbe refilled beforethe start ofeach wash cyclefollowing the instructions
provided inthe Wash Cycle Table . Yourdishwasher usesless detergentand rinse aid then
conventional dishwasher. Generally, only one tablespoon of detergentis needed for

a normal wash load. Also, more heavily soiled items need more detergent. Always add the
detergent justbefore starting the dishwasher, otherwise it could get damp and will not
dissolve properly.

4.Loading the Dishwasher Baskets

Recommendation

Consider buying utensilswhich are identified as dishwasher-proof.

Use amild detergentthat is described as 'kind of dishes'. If necessary, seek further
information from detergentmanufacturers.

For particularitems, selecta programme with aslow atemperature.

To preventdamage, do not take glass and cutlery out of the dishwasher immediately
after the programme has ended.

Attention before or afterloading the Dishwasher Baskets

(For bestperformance of thedishwasher, followthese loading guidelines.
Features and appearanceof baskets and cutlery baskets mayvary from yourmodel.)

Scrape off any large amounts of leftover food. Soften remnants ofburnt food inpans

It isnot necessaryto rinse the dishes under running water.

Place objects inthe dishwasher infollowing way:

1.ltems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are face down.

2.Curved items, or those withrecesses, should beloaded at aslant so thatwater can run off.
3.All utensils are stacked securely and can not tip over.

4 All utensilsare placed inthe way that the sprayarms can rotatedfreely during washing.

A NOTE: Very smallitems should notbe washed inthe dishwasher asthey could easilyfall out ofthe basket.

Load hollowitems such as cups, glasses, pans etc. With the opening downwards so that
water cannotcollect inthe containeror adeep base.

Dishes anditems of cutlery mustnot lieinside one another, or cover each other.

To avoid damage to glasses, they must not touch.

Load large itemswhich are mostdifficult to clean into the basket.

Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a potential hazard!

Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned
horizontally in the basket.

Please donot overload your dishwasher. Thisis importantfor good results and for
reasonable energy consume.

Turning On the Appliance

Starting a washcycle...

. Draw outthe basket(see the section entitled “Loading the Dishwasher” );

. Pour inthe detergent (seethe section entitled “Salt, Detergent andRinse Aid” );

. Insertthe plug intothe socket. The powersupply is 120V/60Hz;

. Make surethat the water supply isturned on tofull pressure;

. Close the doorand press the on/off button Toturn on the power supply;

. Press the program button to selectwash program you need

7.Then press the Start/Reset button, the dishwasher begins tostart.

Change the Programme...

Premise: You can modify the washing program, When the dishwasher just
runs for ashort time. Otherwise, the detergent mayhave already been
released, and theappliance may havealready drained thewash water. If this
is the case,the detergent dispensermust be refilled (see the sectionentitled
" Loading the Detergent " ).

Tochang the washingprogram, press the start/reset button topause the workingprogram,
then press theprogram button morethan 3 secondswhich you need,thewashing resume

the machine willkeep on working arter 10 seconds

Forget to Add a Dish?

A forgotten dish can be added any time before the detergent cup opens.
Press the start/reset button Add forgotten dishes.

Open the door a little to stop the washing. Close the door

After the spray arms stop working,you can open the door @ Press the start/reset button, the dishwasher will run
completely. after 10 seconds.

At the End of the Wash Cycle

When the working cycle has finished, the buzzer of dishwasher will sound 8 seconds, then stop. Turn off
the appliance using the ON/OFF button, shut offthe water supply and open the door of the dishwasher.
Wait afew minutes before unloading the dishwasherto avoid handling the dishes and utensils while they
are stillhot and more susceptible to breakage. They willalso dry better.

B Switch Offthe Dishwasher
All the phase lights are off, onlyin this case the programme has ended.
1.Switch off the dishwasherby pressing the ON/OFF button.
2.Turn off the water tap!

B Open the door carefully.
Hot dishes are sensitive to knocks. The dishes should therefore beallowed to cooldown around 15 minutes

before removing from the appliance.
Open the dishwasher'sdoor, leaveit ajar andwait a fewminutes before removingthe dishes. Inthis way they

will be cooler and the drying will be improved.

B Unloading the dishwasher
It isnormal thatthe dishwasheris wetinside.

A WARNING! It is dangerous to open the door when washing, because the hot water may scald you.



6.Maintenance and Cleaning

Filtering System

The filter preventlarger remnants offood or otherobjects from gettinginside the pump.

The filter system consists ofa coarse filter, aflat (Main filter)
and a microfilter (fine filter).

coe

Food and soil particles trapped by this filter are pulverized by a
special jeton the spray arm and washed down to drain.

e B

This filter holds soil and food residue inthe sump area and
prevents it from beingredeposit onthe dishes during wash cycle.

Larger items, suchas pieces ofbone or glass, that could block
the drain aretrapped in the coarse filter. To remove theitems

caught by thefilter, gentlysqueeze the tapon the top of this
filter and lift out.

Filter assembly

The filter efficiently removes food particles fromthe wash water, allowing itto be re-cyclatedduring the cycle.
For best performanceand results, thefilter assembly mustbe regularly. For thisreason, it isa good ideato
remove the largerfood particles trappingin the filterafter each washcycle by rinsingthe filterand cup under
running water. To remove thefilter assembly, pull onthe cup handlein the upwarddirection.

U Never runthe dishwasher without thefilters in place.
A WARNING! U The dishwasher must never be used without the filters.
: U Improper replacement of the filter may reduce the performance level of the appliance
and damage dishes and utensils.

g NOTE: If do it from step1 to step 3, the filter system will be removed; Reverse operate by placing the
main filter ,then screw up the fine filter to finish installation



Remarks:

- Inspectthe filters for blocking every time the dishwasher has been used.
- By unscrewingthe coarse filter.you can removethe filter system.Removeany food remnantsand
clean thefilters underrunning water.

A NOTE: The entirefilter assembly should be cleaned once a week.

Cleaning The Filter

Toclean the coarsefilter and thefine filter,use a cleaningbrush. Reassemble thefilter parts as shown inthe figures
in the last page and reinsertthe entire assembly in the dishwasher, positioningin its seat and pressing downward.

When cleaning the filters, don't knock on them. Otherwise, thefilters could be
A WARNING! contorted and the performance of dishwasher could be debased.

Caring forthe Dishwasher

The control panel canbe cleaned by using a lightly dampened cloth and dry thoroughly.
The exterioruse a goodappliance polish wax.
Never use sharp objects, scouring pads or harsh cleaners on any part of the dishwasher.

Cleaning The Door

Toclean the edgearound the door, you should use onlya soft warm,
damp cloth. To avoid penetration of water into the doorlock and
electrical components, do notuse aspray cleanerof anykind.

U Never use a spray cleaner to clean the door panel as itmay damage the doorlock
and electrical components.
A WARNING! U Abrasive agentor some paper towel should notbe used because of the risk of
scratching orleaving spots on the stainless steel surface.

Protect AgainstFreezing

please take frostprotection measures ondishwasher in winter. Each time after washing cycles,
please operate as follows:

1.Cut off electrical power to the dishwasher.

2.Turn off the water supply and disconnectthe waterinlet pipe from the water valve.
3.Drain waterfrom the inlet pipe andwater valve. (Usea pan tocatch the water)

4 .Reconnectthe waterinlet pipe to the water valve.

5.Remove thefilter at the bottom of the tub and usea sponge touse up waterin sump.

Cleaning the Spray Arms

The spray armscan be easilyremoved for periodiccleaning
of the nozzles, to prevent possibleclogging. Washthem
under running waterand carefully replacethem in theirseats,
checking that theirrotary movement isin no wayimpeded.

Grasp the middle of the sprayarm, pull itupwards to remove
it. Washthe arms undera jet ofrunning water andreturn them
carefully to theirseat. Afterreassembly, check that thespray
arms turn freely. Otherwise, checkthat they havebeen
installed correctly.

1. Screw thefaucet adapteronto (orinto) the faucet tap. Check forleaks (use Teflon tape to eliminate if

necessary).
2. Connect the six-sided connection of the drain hose to the drain port connection on the back of the

dishwasher cabinet. Do not over-tighten (to avoid damage to threads).

3.Connect the star-shaped connection of theinlet hose to theinlet porton the back ofthe dishwasher
cabinet. Do not over-tighten (to avoid damage to threads).

4.Connect the circular connection of the drain hose onto the longer (bottom) male connection on the quick

connect.
5.Connect the circular connection of the inlet hose onto the shorter (top) male connection on the quick

connect.

6.Attach the quick connectonto the faucet adapter, by pulling down the outerlocking collar on the quick
connect, while pushing the quick connectupward onto the faucet adapter.

7.When the quick connectsnaps onto the faucet adapter, release the locking collar. Verify the connection

is secure.
8. Slowly openthe hotwater line and check for any sign of water leaks at allhose connections. If leaks are

located, immediately close the water supply and repairthe hose connections.

1. Once you openthe watersupply line, (even ifit isclosed immediately thereafter), theinlet hose will be

pressurized.
2. To relieve water pressure from inside the inlethose, (make sure the water line (faucet) is closed): press

and hold the red pressure relief button on the quick connect until the flow of water stops.
