1 Attaching the mounting bracket to 2
the junction box

O Attach the mounting unit (AA) to an outlet box (not O
included) using mounting screws (BB). Then, remove
the preassembled screw collar ring from the mounting
unit (AA).

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Placing the canopy

Place the canopy (C) over the preassembled screw
collar loop on the mounting unit (AA), and re-attach the
screw collar ring until 1/2 of the screw collar loop
threads are exposed.

O Use a pair of pliers and a screwdriver (not included) to O
open the end link of the chain (D). Use a cloth on the
pliers to protect the finish.

Weave the electrical and ground wires from
the light fixture (A) through the chain (D), screw collar
ring, canopy (C), screw collar loop and into the center of
the mounting unit (AA).

Install three G9 bulbs (F) and screw the glass shades (E)
onto the fixture (A).

Installing the crystal

Add the crystal (B) to the bottom loop.
